WHAT YOU CAN DO

Families play an essential role in supporting student success.

Talk to your child about school. Your opinion and
interest matter to your child. Ask your child about
one thing he or she learned at school, and keep
asking every day!

Talk to your child’s teacher(s). Teachers and parents
are on the same team. Ask teacher(s) about their
expectations and goals for your child, and share
your own. Brainstorm ways you can help your child
at home to supplement learning at school.

Stay up-to-date and informed about what’s
happening at school. Pay attention to report
cards, attendance, data, and any updates or
newsletters coming home from school. If you have

any questions, don’t hesitate to ask the teachers,
principal, or staff. Find out what leadership
opportunities are available, such as in parent
organizations.

Volunteer at school. Volunteers are key to helping
students succeed. Many schools need volunteers
who can work directly with students on reading and
math, but volunteers also can provide support in
classrooms, the main office or the library. For more
